QUALIFIER FORMAT: Riders jump two rounds. Riders will jump the first round and then a second round.

The second round will be in two parts, the first part of the course will be the second round, followed by the second part of the course which will be classed as the jump-off. All competitors will go straight onto the jump-off without stopping.

All team and individual members will go forward to the second part of the second round (jump-off) unless eliminated. The first-round score and the second-round score will be combined to gain the total score. The jump-off section will only be used where there are ties for equality. The second round will be scored as two parts, so for example a rider who goes clear in the first part, then accrues four faults in the second part (jump-off) will be placed above a rider who accrued four faults in the first part, regardless of times or faults recorded in the second part of the round.

Competing at more than one height: A horse may compete at consecutive heights in show jumping. Style Jumping is classed as a separate competition.

Horses may only compete twice in show jumping classes (excluding Style Jumping). Horses may compete in teams or as an individual in each height. Previously only permitted to compete once as part of a team and once individually in show jumping. Juniors and seniors may share horses/ponies provided they are competing in accordance to these rules. Style Jumping – horse may only compete at one height.
PLEASE ENSURE ALL BRC COMPETITORS GET A COPY OF THE SCHEDULE AND ARE FULLY AWARE OF THE SPECIFIC RULES THAT APPLY TO THE AREA QUALIFIER

BRC Area Qualifiers will be run under BRC Official Rules 2021 which can be found online at www.bhs.org.uk/enjoy-riding/british-riding-clubs/brc-handbook
Withdrawals/Team Changes:
Must be made by email to the Secretary before Wednesday 14h July except in exceptional circumstances. Changes after 1700 hrs on Wednesday 14th July must be made at the competition before the appropriate class starts.

Equine Influenza Certificate:

All BRC competitors must have an up-to-date Equine Influenza Certificate which must, under penalty of elimination, accompany the horse to a qualifying competition.  The competitor is responsible for producing the Certificate when collecting their number.

A photocopy must be sent to the Entries Secretary with the Official Entry Form.  Photocopies need not be sent for any horse confirmed as listed on the Area 10 Database 2021.

Horse-box Sign:

Please clearly display on an A4 sign inside the windscreen of your vehicle your Club, your own name and contact number (plus emergency contact number for the day). This will facilitate us contacting you in an emergency.

Club Helpers:

It shall be a condition of entry that all Clubs entering shall supply the names; email address, telephone numbers and previous experience of one HALF DAY helper per team or one per two individual entries.  

These volunteers must be advised by their clubs of their duties assigned by the by the Organiser in the week prior to the competition.

A form can be downloadable from the Area 10 website (www.brcarea10.org.uk). This form must be enclosed with the Area Qualifier Entry Form. If Club volunteers do not fulfil their prescribed duties, their Club’s riders will not be allowed to continue in the competition.
Hat Tagging:



All hats must be tagged before competitors may ride. Hats may be tagged at the competition in the Secretary’s Area.  See BRC Rules Appendix 4. All hats must be tagged with an AQUA Coloured Tag – BRC, BE or PC. 
Competitor Numbers:
With immediate effect bib numbers will be permitted in all BRC competitions. This will allow competitors to print their own numbers if they do not have bridle numbers for SJ competitions.

Each club must provide the required number of helpers for either a half or full day as stated in the schedule. More than one person may be used to cover a helper’s slot. This is down to the club to arrange, NOT the organiser. E.g. if a helper is required for a full day then a club may provide 3 people to cover this period. However this is still counted as 1 helper. See schedule for details of number helpers required per team

Club Helpers:  It shall be a condition of entry that all Clubs entering supply the names, email address, telephone numbers and relevant experience of the required numbers of helpers who would be willing to help the organising team, for example jump judging, tack checking, stewarding, flu vaccination checks, tea runs etc.  These volunteers must be told in advance by their clubs that they will be expected to help all day and will be informed of their duties by the event organiser, in the week prior to the competition.  This form must be enclosed with the Area Entry.  If Club volunteers do not fulfil their duties that Club’s riders will be eliminated and not be allowed to continue in the competition.
